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issued many invitations. Then those who were invited all made excuses for

not coming. We might feel this is shocking but maybe we need to face up
to the challenge of how we are responding to God’s offer of salvation. The
Lord Jesus is able and willing to save all who come to Him, trusting Him as
Lord and Saviour. We should respond immediately and gladly, trusting HIm.
Maybe you are one of those making excuses for not doing so. The last
recorded words of the host in Luke chapter 14 verse 24 are solemn:

I n today’s chapter we read about a man who made a great supper and

For | say to you that none of those men who were invited shall taste my
supper.

Far better to respond now to God’s great offer of salvation and here the
words instead of John chapter 6 verse 37:

the one who comes to Me | will by no means cast out.
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
